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Very few, if any, licensees wake up in the morning and decide to commit a 

violation of the license law that day.  Despite that fact, the Commission 

deals with between 2,500 and 3,000 investigative matters every year.  Most 

of these matters appear to involve inadvertent violations.   

In recognition of the volume of unintended violations, the Commission, in 

addition to its courses on trust account and brokerage issues, has funded 

the development of two new courses on the subject of avoiding common 

violations.  One course will be a web based, 3-hour CE course, the other 

course, entitled ÒYou CanÕt Fix Stupid (But We can Work with Ignorance!)Ó 

will be a 6-hour CE course that travels the state beginning in May of this 

year.   The 2009 schedule for these courses is listed on page 2 of this letter 

and on the CommissionÕs website.   The Commission also encourages 

licensees to take courses relevant to their speciÞc area of practice at any 

of the Commission approved schools listed on our website. 

In addition to CE, one of the best ways to stay current on license law 

issues is to subscribe to the CommissionÕs electronic newsletter.  The 

newslet ter is avai lable for download and subscr ipt ion at 

www.grec.state.ga.us.  The newsletter is also distributed by the 

Commission through Facebook and Twitter (GRECnews).

Tips - Common Violations
ADVERTISING All advertising (print media, signs, website, e-mail, business 

cards, Facebook, etc...) by an afÞliate licensee must be done in 
the name of Þrm and under the supervision of the broker.  
When a licensee advertises a speciÞc property or properties 
for sale, for rent, or for exchange, the name of the licensed Þrm 
offering the property must appear in equal or greater size, 
prominence, and frequency than the name or names of any 
afÞliated licensees or groups of licensees.   Additionally, the 
telephone number of the Þrm must appear in equal or greater 
size, prominence, and frequency than any telephone numbers of 
any afÞliated licensees or groups of licensees.

LICENSE 

NUMBERS

A licensee preparing or signing a brokerage engagement or an offer to purchase, sell, 
lease, or exchange real property shall include the license number issued by the 
Commission of each Þrm and of each licensee participating in the transaction.

BROKER PRICE 

OPINION

Before offering a Broker Price Opinion, the licensee should Þrst determine the 
purpose of the BPO. The law provides that a real estate licensee, Òin the ordinary 
course of real estate brokerage business,Ó may offer an opinion Òto a potential seller, 
purchaser, landlord, tenant, or third party as to the recommended listing, lease, rental, 
or purchase price of real estate or real propertyÓ.

SUBMITTING 

OFFERS

License law requires that a licensee submit all offers to purchase real property.  
Despite the licenseeÕs opinion of the likelihood of acceptance, the licensee must 
present all offers to the seller.

REFERRAL FEES Prior to making a referral, a licensee must secure written permission from the 
individual being referred.  In  addition, a licensee cannot pay a referral fee to a past 
client, unless that client holds a real estate license.

LICENSEE OWNED

While O.C.G.A. Section 43-40-20 (h) authorizes a broker to allow an afÞliate licensee 
to open a trust account and submit quarterly reporting for the deposit of trust funds 
received on properties the licensee owns,  such a structure can only be established 
when the licensee is the exclusive owner of the property.  When the licensee owns 
the property with another individual, the licensee must take the funds through the 
brokerÕs trust account..
